The Shaw Century Farm,
founded in 1890, is located 10
miles south of Pendleton on
McKay Creek. The farm is cur-
rently farmed by the founder’s
grandson, Daniel Shaw, and
great-grandson, J effrey Shaw.

Gerald Enbysk currently
tends his great-grandfather’s
farm, located 12 miles northeast
of Pendleton, producing prima-
rily wheat with some cattle.

Marilyn Lieuallen of Adams,
Bonnie Sager of Pilot Rock, and
Charles McCullough of Weston
also will be honored Tuesday
with the national certificate of
commendation from the Ameri-
can Association for State and
Local History.
